Metzuda: The winery’s flagship wine, breaking 

off this time with its former classic Bordeaux blend 

composition by including a touch of Syrah. Dark 

garnet towards royal purple, with on the nose 

ripe blackberries, black currants, roasted herbs, 

leather, as well as hints of tar. Full-bodied, with 

on the palate loads of ripe black fruit, plums, tar, 

Mediterranean herbs, freshly cracked pepper, 

roasted coffee and saddle leather, medium acidity 

with firm, searing tannins coating the mouth on 

the long and plush finish.

Terasa: This a full-flavored, robust blend. Dark 

purple in color, with on the nose, blackberries, ripe 

black plums with a touch of pepper and toasted 

oak. Full-bodied, well extracted, with on the palate 

ripe plums, blackberries, roasted herbs, coffee 

beans, medium acidity, as well as an interesting mix 

of pepperoni and bittersweet chocolate on a long 

and spicy, tannic finish.

Cabernet Sauvignon: Dark garnet with a light 

purple hue, this well-made Cabernet shows aromas 

of ripe blackberries, black cherries, allspice and 

cigar box. Full-bodied, with fine concentration, the 

wine also features on the palate more black than 

red fruit as well as cured tobacco leaves, mocha, 

spicy oak and vanilla, with medium acidity, rich 

and nearly sweet tannins on a long and juicy finish.
